CVAR COMPETITION LICENSE REQUIREMENTS 

To make application for a new CVAR Competition License the following steps are required. 

• You must have completed a competition driving school. The following schools are acceptable to 
meet this requirement: CVAR Drivers School Weekend, SCCA School, or a VMC Club School. 
When you complete the school with CVAR it will be entered on the CVAR Driver’s School Form in 
Track Rabbit. 

• You must complete 3 more full weekends of racing without incident as a Novice within 12 
months of your Drivers School. 

o As a Novice you are required to display an ‘X’ on the back of your car. 
o At the Friday morning driver’s meeting ensure you meet with the Chief Steward and 

inform them you are a Novice. 
o At the end of your racing Sunday, or at another time prescribed by the Chief Steward, you 

will meet to have your CVAR Novice Race Weekend Form completed in Track Rabbit. 
o If you race as a Novice with an organization other than CVAR, work with our Chief Steward 

to get this race information into Track Rabbit. 
• You must complete a Saturday or Sunday as a CVAR Corner Worker. At the completion inform 

the Chief Steward and it will be verified and entered on a CVAR Novice Race Weekend Form in 
Track Rabbit. 

• After completion of Drivers School, 3 Race Weekends, and Corner Worker, apply for your 
license (see CVAR website for current guidance and weblinks): 

o Pay for your CVAR license 
o Email or mail documents to CVAR Licensing Person

§ CVAR Medical Form
